
PSY 365 : Close Relationships 

This course will introduce students to a wide range of social science research within the field of Close 
Relationships. Topics to be covered will address questions such as: What is love? What influences attraction? 
How does trust develop? How does commitment affect perceptions and judgments? What role does 
communication play in successful relationships? What makes relationships work? What leads to conflict and 
how can it be resolved? The influence of personal experience, beliefs, expectations, and values as well as 
partner interdependence will be examined as possible explanations. Theoretical frameworks and research 
methodologies that have guided findings in these areas will be emphasized throughout the semester.
